S C U L P T U R E  &
The Lansdowne family has spent over 250 years collecting art 
and treasures. Among many unique items around the house you 
will find Queen Victoria’s wedding chair, the Keith Jewellery 
Collection and Napoleon’s death mask. You can also see 
paintings by Clarkson Stanfield, Lear, Roberts, Bonington and 
Turner as well as Flemish tapestries in the Sculpture Gallery, 

which is home to both classical and 19th century marbles.

C U L T U R E

S C I E N C E  &
Dr Joseph Priestley, who was working as a tutor to the 1st 
Marquess of Lansdowne’s sons, discovered oxygen at Bowood 
in 1774. His laboratory in the house is a scientific time capsule, 
and is just one of the areas open to the public. All the rooms 
feature superb furniture, fine porcelain and family heirlooms, 
including the Library with its 5000 leather-bound volumes and 
the chapel, which is still used for family services to this day.
